the other homeowner did the majority of the work out there and pulled out the plants, but I don’t
know that for sure. That’s just from what I was told had occurred by different people regarding
what happened on Saturday and what happened on Sunday. So, I’'m open to discussing it. I really
don’t feel like the second homeowner was as culpable as the first one. I personally prefer to see a
different split if we invoice both of them. If we don’t invoice both of them, I think the first
homeowner is probably going to blow it off anyway. I think we should have a one-third/two-thirds
split.

Mr. Worrich: That’s just your field, not what you actually observed. We don’t know what
the other homeowner had done.

Mr. Snell: I did not observe either one of them. He talked to me and Emily the next day
about it and based on his comments, I think it supports what I said. We can have a 50/50 split. I'm
good with that too. I just have a feeling that the second person wasn’t as culpable. If we don’t do
a 50/50 split, there is going to be some tension there. There’s going to be tension anyway. I can
tell you that.

Mr. Craddock: In your conversation with the individual, there’s no question that he was a
party to this.

Mr. Snell: There’s no question in my mind. Emily, do you have a comment?

Ms. Grimes: No. They both did state that they performed maintenance in the area.

Mr. Snell: I think a 50/50 split is the correct way to go.

Mr. Craddock: I’'m good with that.

Mr. Worrich: I approve that too.

Mr. Michenzi: I disagree, since we never charged the person that trimmed the trees on
Arlington Ridge Boulevard. We never went down that road with him, so now we are going to
change our minds and go down the road with these people?

Mr. Snell: The people that lived in that house were not home when the contractor did the
work and that’s different between the contractor doing it and the homeowner doing it, to me.

Mr. Michenzi: We still have no policy set up, so I’ll be voting no.

Mr. Flint: I don’t want to get in the middle of this discussion, but I think the difference is
if the tree had been fully taken out, obviously it would go down to the value of what it would cost

with a similar tree. It wasn’t fully removed, so how you value taking off a limb is difficult. In any
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circumstance, when we have a homeowner who is performing maintenance in a conservation area
on CDD property, I think it’s always appropriate that they be obligated to reimburse the District.

Mr. Michenzi: You had a lot of homeowners along that entire drainage area doing
maintenance and nothing has ever been done.

Mr. Worrich: Are there any other comments? Hearing none,
